the "Radical Intentions" collective asked me to take part in their project called "Things can change quickly", in order to make a sort of solo show, an event
lasting only the evening of the opening.the location was artist Maria Pecchioli's studio-flat.I had to stay as a guest in the flat for 3 days, I was not supposed
to bring anything from the outside and therefore I had to make the work only with the objects and the space I found.so what i did was to wander around the
studio-flat looking for objects that I liked: the kind of objects that are meant to stand as a reflection of myself into the world sketched and organized by
another person.to look for the traces of my identity (conscious and unconscious memory) in the objects and their placement into a private space, the
resulted from another person’s identitary affirmation.then at first, I took a picture of them in the place where I had found them, and later I changed their
original position and/or modified their arrangement.later on I printed the pictures on the half left part of an acetate films,while on the right part I printed a text
that I had wrote in that days.the entire text was fragmented into the 21 slides.I left the films near to an overhead projector placed on the floor, so that the
people could choose to project the images on two canvases I hanged on the wall or go around the flat and look for my interventions in the actual space.
